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HEATING MULTIPLE DRUMS EFFECTIVELY

205L (44 gallon) drums are commonly used in various processes to store liquids or materials that 
can then be heated while still in the drum. Many standard products are sold in order to heat these 
drums in various ways.
Traditional drum heating methods, such as base drum heaters, wrap around heaters and immersion 
heaters are designed to heat drums individually. In order to heat multiple drums at the same time, a 
number of these heaters would be needed.
Individual drum heaters are usually designed to be placed on, around, in or under the drum. This 
means that the heat will be distributed from the point of contact with the drum or material inside. 
This can result in an uneven heat distribution, which may cause problems in some materials.
Individual drum heaters are also unable to effectively reach extremely high temperatures which 
might be suitable for some products.

Industrial Drum Ovens provide evenly distributed heat for batch drum heating from 1 to 64 drums 
(205L drums). 
Ovens can be designed vertically or horizontally depending on location and application.
